Commission for the Preservation of America’s
Heritage Abroad. In that position, he has been
involved in locating the mass graves of Jews
murdered in Poland during the Holocaust and
placing memorials at them. Part of Lippman’s
family came to the United States from Poland.
“When we think of the Holocaust we
think of extermination camps,” he notes. But
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had long begun in Europe,” he points out. In
Poland, between 1939 and 1942, German police
units went from town to town rounding up
Jews, taking them to nearby forests and shooting
them. Lippman several weeks ago visited one
of the sites of these atrocities, a village in eastern
Poland.
